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 AHEM Levy Postcard Instructions

Thank you for your help on this important project!  Together, we will contact 3,000 members of the community and personally ask for their yes vote on the levy.  Your support is particularly important in that local residents find us very credible.  By personalizing these postcards by hand, we will be able to connect with our community in a concrete and personal way.

The people we will send these cards to were chosen based on polling and consumer data.  We focused on residents of cities where the vote may be close and who may not be getting a lot of information from other sources.  The basic message we suggest is that as those who see exactly where this kind of money goes, we are convinced that passing the levy will improve education for our students.
Procedure:

· Write one or more of the suggested messages on the left side of the card.  If you come up with a message of your own you would rather use, let us know so we can share it with other postcard writers.
· Use a permanent marker or other type that doesn’t smear easily on glossy paper.  Keep the postcards as flat as possible.
· Sign the message with your name followed by "Anoka Hennepin (your position, ex. teacher, counselor, nurse, secretary…)"
· Return the completed cards and list to your head AHEM faculty representative by October 26th.
· We will have these addressed and sent out at a mail house next week.

· I’ve seen first hand how much this levy has done for our kids.  I ask for your support to continue that success.  Vote Yes!

· This levy gives me the tools I need to continue to help our kids succeed.  Please vote yes!

· We’ll use this levy directly in the classroom where it will make the most difference to our kids.  Vote Yes!
